Life Group Questions for the Week of February 9, 2025 
 
1.  Looking back at your notes from this Sunday’s message, was there 
anything that particularly caught your attention, challenged, or 
confused you? 
 
 
2. Can you think of a time when you found yourself in deep or complete 
darkness and needed some light? What was that like? What did you do? 
 
 
3. God’s game plan involves us! Just as the moon does not produce light 
but reflects light from the sun, we get to reflect the Son.  Read 
Philippians 2:12-16, Matthew 5:15-16 and 1 Peter 2:11-12. What new 
insights or reminders do you see that are helpful as we reflect the Son 
and walk in our spiritual mandate to be the light of the world? 
 
 
4. What does it mean to walk in the light of life? What does it mean to 
walk in darkness? 
 
 
5. What does it mean to “judge according to the flesh”? (Jn.8:15) How can 
we avoid making these kinds of judgments? What kind(s) of judgments 
does Jesus make? (Jn.8:16) 
 
 
6. Read Matthew 5:14-16. What is the responsibility of believers who are 
living in the light of Christ? What are ways even this week you can begin 
to shine the light of Jesus into the darkness? 
 
 
7. What do you think it means that Jesus proclaimed, “I am the light of 
the world” instead of “I came to give the light of the world”? What is the 
difference between Jesus being the light and giving the light? 
 
 
8. What is the Pharisee’s problem according to Jesus in Jn. 8:19 and 23? 
According to Jesus, what’s the consequence of this problem and the 
remedy to this problem? (v. 24)
